Program Overview 

The Doctor of Education (EdD) at European City University is a professional doctorate 
designed for educational leaders, practitioners, and policymakers who seek to address real-
world educational challenges through applied research. This program emphasizes evidence-
based decision-making, leadership in education, and the application of theoretical knowledge to 
practical settings. 

Students will develop expertise in educational strategy, policy formulation, and organizational 
leadership, with a particular focus on issues related to diversity, equity, social justice, and 
ethical behavior in education. The program is designed to support professionals working in 
educational institutions, government agencies, corporate training environments, and related 
sectors.

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Admission Requirements 

 Master’s degree from an accredited institution. 

 Minimum of five (5) years of professional experience in a relevant field. 

 Demonstrated proficiency in English (written and spoken). 

 A detailed CV outlining professional and academic achievements. 

 A research proposal aligned with the program’s objectives. 

 Two letters of recommendation from academic or professional references. 

 

Application Process 

Interested candidates are encouraged to apply online through the European City University 
admissions portal. The application process is designed to ensure that prospective students meet 
the academic and professional standards required for the Doctor of Education (EdD) 
program. Applicants must submit official academic transcripts from previous institutions, 
along with a personal statement that outlines their career goals, research interests, and 
motivation for pursuing the degree. Additionally, two letters of recommendation from 
academic or professional references are required to assess the candidate’s qualifications and 
potential for doctoral study. A detailed CV or resume highlighting professional experience, 
achievements, and relevant expertise must also be included.
